BONUS BOOKS
BONUS BOOKS count as two books. They count either as two
books in the same category or as one book in each of two
categories. For example, For God and Country on page 26
counts as one book in Social Action and one book in Nurturing
for Community. Please use the note for each bonus book
description as your guide.

THE PURPOSE
The purpose of the Reading Program is to encourage

United Methodist Women:

• to expand understanding of and participation in God’s mission;
• to increase sensitivity to all human beings—their needs,

interests, and concerns;
• to encourage critical thinking about issues facing humanity today;
• to grow in understanding of Scripture as it relates to Christian

faith in contemporary life;
• to enhance self-knowledge and to act from that knowledge; and
• to strengthen involvement in local and global Christian mission.

The Women’s Division recommends a diverse range of books with
the intention of broadening exposure to a variety of concepts. The
Women’s Division does not intend that readers accept each word
or idea contained within each volume. Some books you may agree
with. Some you may not. Either is all right. The Women’s Division
cares and wants you to be a knowledgeable and caring Christian
about current issues.

ABOUT THE BOOKS
The Women’s Division Reading Program Committee chooses the
books. Suggestions come from many sources. Three evaluators (local
members of United Methodist Women) read each book before the
committee reviews it.

Many considerations influence the decision to choose a book:

• the purpose of the Reading Program;
• the diverse membership of United Methodist Women;
• readability—print size and language;
• the approaches to issues, from familiar to new;
• the cultures represented;
• the suitability for children and youth;
• the relationship to United Methodist Women concerns.

The reading list includes large print and larger than average print
books for persons who prefer or need large print. To make it easy for
you to find them, they are in separate categories. (See page 32.) The
reading list continues the custom of providing books for children and
youth. (See pages 37-40.)

The books vary in level of difficulty, type of print, and in suitability for
study/discussion.

HOW TO SECURE BOOKS FROM
THE READING PROGRAM LIST

Books on the 2008 Reading Program list, are stocked at the Mission
Resource Center unless noted otherwise in the following listings. See
inside back cover of this booklet for ordering details. Most books are
available in September. Prices and availability are subject to change
by publishers.

• Individuals and United Methodist Women units can purchase their
own Reading Program books from the Mission Resource Center.

• United Methodist Women units and circles can circulate books
among members.

• Individuals can suggest titles to local and church libraries for purchase.
• Several units can exchange books.
• District and conference United Methodist Women can purchase

books for circulation.

Any person who wants to participate in the Reading Program should
follow one of the plans on page 5. When the required number of books
and magazines have been read, readers are to report their reading to
their local-unit secretaries of program resources.

Secretaries of program resources are to work with the United
Methodist Women executive committee to promote the program. They
should:
• Distribute copies of this booklet;
• Explain Reading Program procedures and enroll individuals in the

program;
• Order copies of the brochure “Your Reading Program” (stock

#5431, free for postage and handling) from the Mission Resource
Center so members can report the books they have read;

• Secure books and circulate them among unit and circle members; and
• Use “Suggestions for Action”, pages 6-8, as a guide for

choosing titles and mission responses.

The Bible undergirds all Christian reading including that of the Reading
Program. Response, essential reading for understanding the mission
of United Methodist Women, is part of all four reading plans.
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PROMOTIONAL IDEAS
FOR LOCAL AND DISTRICT UNITS

Develop displays -- permanent and portable -- to encourage book
sales, especially around holiday seasons and vacation times.

Inform parents, grandparents and others with children and youth in
their lives that books for children and youth are available through the
Reading Program. Let Sunday School teachers know of their avail-
ability.

Start a reading group of adults and/or children or youth. Meet
regularly to share and discuss the books members are reading.

Capture interest by attractively mounting quotations from Reading
Program books and posting them throughout the church. Include
book titles, authors, publishers, dates of publication, Reading
Program, year and the fact that United Methodist Women is the
source of these books with each quotation.

Present book reviews of Reading Program books at United
Methodist Women unit and circle meetings.

Highlight large print books, page 32, and books for the visually
impaired, page 42.

Take Reading Program books and Response to retirement and
nursing homes. Read regularly to residents.

Form an action team to take action on an issue discussed in one or
more books. See page 6.

Display progress charts in a prominent place that show readers’
names, the books being read and the reading plans being followed.

Honor those who participate in the Reading Program. Order
Reading Program certificates (Stock #1531, 25 for $4.) from the
Mission Resource Center to present to those who complete reading
plans.

Show special recognition to units and/or individuals who complete
Plans III and IV.

FOUR READING
PROGRAM PLANS

Persons who wish to participate may choose any of the four plans.
Participants should enroll in one of the plans and report completion
of reading requirements to the local unit secretary of program
resources. Titles read from the 2003 list will be credited through
December 31, 2008.

PLAN I
• 4 books each year.
• 1 from each category.
• Selections from the 2004-2008 reading lists if not included in

previous reports. (Including youth books.)
• Regular reading of Response.

PLAN II
• 10 books each year.
• At least 2 from each category.
• Selections from the 2004-2008 reading lists if not included in

previous reports. (Including youth books.)
• Regular reading of Response.

PLAN III
• 15 books each year.
• 8 books with at least two from each category.
• 7 additional books from any category.
• Selections from the 2004-2008 reading lists if not included in

previous reports. (Including youth and children’s books.)
• Regular reading of Response.

PLAN IV
• 20 books each year.
• 8 books with at least two from each category.
• 12 additional books from any category.
• Selections from the 2004-2008 reading lists if not included in

previous reports. (Including youth and children’s books.)
• Regular reading of Response.
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THE READING PROGRAM
LEADS TO ACTION!

For more than 135 years, members of United Methodist Women and
predecessor orgazniations have been involved in mission that
includes prayer, study, and action. The Reading Program is a study
opportunity. But it should also lead to action. Here are a few sugges-
tions to assist you.

1. Pray. Books often raise concerns about people, countries and issues.
Bring these concerns to God during your prayer time at home and
at unit or circle meetings.

2. Suggest that your unit have a program. There are many important top-
ics covered by the Reading Program that your unit should explore
further. For earth month celebrations and environmental study read:
Earth Trek: Celebrating and Sustaining God’s Creation (#R1014). For
additional resource information for the 2007-2008 Israel/Palestine
mission study read: War and the Christian Conscious: Where Do
You Stand? (#R1030).

3. Act. Many of the books on the Reading Program lists deal with issues
such as racism, human rights, peace, the environment, and concerns
of women and children. Follow up your reading with action!

SUGGESTIONS FOR ACTION

• Write a letter to the President, your congressperson, or to the editor
of your local newspaper. Read The One-Hour Activist (#2465).

• Write an article for your church newsletter or share your concern
with your unit or circle. Determine what action you can take together.

• Join the UMW Action Network to receive up-to-date legislative
information. Contact the Women’s Division’s Office of Public
Policy in Washington, D.C., at 100 Maryland Ave. NE, Room 530,
Washington, DC 20002 or on the web at www.umwmission.org.

• Look at the United Methodist Social Principles to see our church’s
stand on specific issues. The Social Principles are in The Book
of Discipline, or you can order a copy from the Mission Resource
Center (#3666/$2).

Stay involved with the United Methodist Women Children’s Campaign.
Read I Choose To Stay (#R1017) and support the National Council of
Churches’ Public Education Committee in their efforts to advocate for
quality public education in the United States. Plan to hold a litany of
dedication for public school teachers during a worship service so you
can recognize this important vocation. Write to your congressional rep-
resentatives about “No Child Left Behind” legislation. Resources for
this are included in the Public Education Online Community at
www.umwonline.org. Attend school board meetings and PTA/PTO
meetings at local schools to find out what is going on in your own
community so you can take action.

Explore ways that advertising is affecting children. Read Who’s Raising
Your Child? (R#1007). Look around your community, your church, your
school, on television and even in your home for ways that advertising has
crept in to influence children. Work wtih parents on eliminating some of
this and training children to be aware of advertising pressures.

Consider sponsoring a study of 10 Gospel Promises for Later Life
(#R1001) with the senior citizens in your congregation or local unit or cir-
cle. Invite them to read Keeping Spiritual Balance As We Grow Older
(#R1040) and Mrs. Hunter’s Happy Death (#R1036). Discuss the physical
concerns people have as they age. Invite your unit or circle to write let-
ters to their legislators asking for health insurance coverage for all older
persons, especially women. Volunteer to drive women to the doctor for
appointments. Visit them in local nursing homes. Make food for older
persons when they come home from the hospital. Recruit a group of fam-
ilies to give a Saturday to clean house and/or do yard work for elderly
people in your congregation.

Put into action the Charter for Racial Justice Policies of The United Methodist
Church. Read Grace Matters (#R1048).

• Develop biracial/cultural Koinonia groups.
• Actively encourage pulpit exchanges and joint worship services

on special occasions.
• Actively encourage support for equal employment practices in

the church and community.
• Have the local unit or church sponsor a refugee family.
• Actively promote the Quadrennial Emphasis on the Ethnic

Minority Local Church.

1. Organice un equipo de acción para hacer algo con respecto a una
de las necesidades/preocupaciones sobre las que se está leyendo
(vea la página 13).

o de su círculo de lectura.

El Programa de Lectura cubre
una gran variedad de tópicos que su unidad podría explorar más
a fondo.

3. Haga algo. Muchos de los libros de la lista del Programa de Lectura
tratan asuntos como el racismo, los derechos humanos, el cuidado
del medioambiente, las mujeres y los niños. ¡Permita que sus lecturas
la inspiren para ponerse en acción!

SUGERENCIAS PARA LA ACCIÓN

• Escriba una carta al presidente, a sus congresistas o al editor de
su periódico local.

• Escriba un artículo para el periódico o boletín de su iglesia o com-
parta su preocupación con su unidad o círculo. Decidan qué pueden
hacer juntas.

Si tiene
un hijo o una hija en la escuela secundaria (“high school”), hable con
la directora para asegurarse de que la escuela reconoce su obligación
de informar a los padres acerca de sus opciones educativas. Entérese
de cómo operan los reclutadores militares. Lea las siguientes sec-
ciones del Libro de Resoluciones. 2004: “Los niños soldados” (¶66); el
Servicio Militar (¶164.V, Sección I, Servicio Militar, “Principios Sociales.
2005-2008”) y alguna otra publicación actualizada y útil sobre los cris-
tianos y la guerra.
